FREQUENT REVIEW OF GRADE-LEVEL INDICATORS

· Includes a beginning, middle, and/or end-of lesson review.
· Reviews previously taught material (e.g. spiral approach).
· Provides oral and/or written reviews.
· Provides daily written short-answer and/or extended response questions. *

· Uses open-ended assessment and/or rapid-fire questions.
CLEAR PRESENTATION OF SUBJECT MATTER

· Posts grade-level indicator(s).

· Posts scoring rubric and examples of high-quality work.*
· Develops lesson clearly, logically, and sequentially.


(e.g. presents graphic organizers, gives examples/non-examples, relates to real life)

· Handles materials effectively (e.g. prepares ahead of time, distributes efficiently).

· Incorporates activities that address multiple learning styles.


(e.g. technology, manipulatives, small groups, role playing, etc.)

· Displays interest/enthusiasm for topic

· Engages students throughout lesson or activity.

· Demonstrates smooth transitions from one activity or topic to another.

· Provides guided (group) practice during lesson.

· Provides independent practice prior to homework.

· Provides clear directions for completing assignments.

· Maintains instructional momentum.

EFFECTIVE QUESTIONING

· Asks single, clear academic questions.

· Provides wait time.

· Asks lower-order questions for new material.

POSITIVE CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT

· Establishes a classroom routine.

· Addresses inappropriate behavior respectfully without a loss of instructional time.
