Lesson Plan – Symphonic Band – Auditorium – Mrs. Ohlweiler

Objectives:

· Introduce “Pride of the Fleet”, a new march

· Read article about USS Wisconsin , the subject of this march, and analyze those elements of its history that may contribute to the writing of a march in its honor

· Understand the role of patriotic music in society and in a historical context

· Critically listen to a recording of this march and make value judgments about it’s effectiveness as a patriotic piece

· Learn standard march form

· Strengthen sight reading skills

Goals/Indicator/Standard:
· Students will demonstrate an understanding of how historical events influence the creation of music  

· They will be able to reflect on their own feelings of patriotism that may or may not be evoked by this music

· Students will be able to identify the parts of the march according to standard march form.

Activities:  

· Get new piece of music from folder, “Pride of the Fleet”

· Read article about USS Wisconsin and discuss how its history may have influenced the composer in writing this piece.  What kind of sounds do you expect to hear that relate to the history of this ship?

· Discuss patriotic music in society.  What is it used for?  How does it influence civilians, soldiers, foreigners, and enemies?

· Listen to a recording of this march and discuss how it reflects patriotism and/or the history of the USS Wisconsin.  Did you hear what you expected to hear?  Why or why not?

· Complete an extended response writing assignment that answers the above questions.

· Label the parts of your music with the titles of standard march form.  (Introduction, mms 1-16; 1st strain, mms 17-40; 2nd strain, mms 41-90; trio, mms 91-122; break strain (dogfight), mms 123-138; coda, mms 139-end)

· Sight read the march

Assessment:
· Writing assignment will be graded according the OGT Extended Writing 4-point rubric.

· Participation of the individual in discussions will be recorded on seating chart and awarded grade credit

· Subjective evaluation of the group will be made by the teacher during sight reading to be used for reference in preparing the ensemble for future sight reading exercises
